AUSTIN — With the fall hunting season around the comer, the Texas Department of Transportation (TxDOT) is

leaturing the Texas Parks and Wildlife Department’s Conservation Hunt Texas specialty license plate this month.
A portion of the proceeds from the sale of this hicense plate goes to the Texas Parks and Wildlife capital account,
which benefits big game conservation in Texas. The license plate design features a white-tailed buck on the left
against a white background with the words “Hunt Texas™ running across the bottom.

Hunting is an exciting {amily recreational activity and an important part of the Texas economy. With
more than 913,000 hunters, Texas ranks second in the nation for number of people engaged m hunting, At last
count, Texans spent 1.3 billion dollars per year hunting in our state. Texas hunters spent more than 17 mullion
duys last year at this popular sport,

Hunting also plays an integral role i the management of Texas wildlife populations.  Since the 1930,
hunters have funded the bulk of wildhfe conservation efforts in Texas through the Wildlife Restoranon Program,
and continue to do so today. Starting this fall, Texans can buy State hunting or fishing licenses over the Internet

The Hunt Texas license plates are available to motonists for a $30 annual fee, plus $40 1f personalized, in
addition to regular vehicle registration fees. For each plate sold, a $22 fee 1s deposited into the Texas Parks and
Wildlife Capital Fund, benefiting big game conservation in Texas. The remaining $8 defrays administrative
costs, There are currently about 4,065 vehicles registered in Texas with these plates.
